Chyskhaan is a figure from Sakha folklore. He is part man and part bull, the mythological Lord of the
Cold. He appears as an old man with a long beard, dressed in blue furs decorated with a pattern of the
aurora borealis, and a cap with high horns. He is the human incarnation of the Cold Bull of Winter. Accor-
ding to Sakha tradition, a blacksmith on a white bull gave the name “Chyskhaan” to the lands located at the
source of the Indigirka River, which is now called Oymyakon. The legend says that the big Cold Bull, Chyskha-
an, sends winter to earth and appears in the middle of October from the Arctic Ocean. The Cold Bull melts in
the spring — first he loses his horns, then he breaks into pieces. It is believed that the legend was created by
the ancient Sakha, who found remnants of mammoths in the permafrost.

Oymuyakon is called the Pole of Cold because it is the coldest inhabited place on earth. The lowest re-
corded temperature here was on January 26, 1926, when it was a staggering minus 71.2°C ! Chyskhaan
has been adapted into a tourist image. There are festivals held here, with slogans such as — “Winter starts
in Yakutia”, “The Cold Pole Oymyakon” and “The Lord of Cold Chyskhaan’s Residence”, amongst others. The
image of Chyskhaan from the Cold Pole is also used as a symbol of Arctic identity in response to global
warming, which has drastically affected the Arctic region. The character of Chyskhaan as a Warden of
the Cold against global warming is used in children’s education as well as in important social events in
the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

During the celebration of the popular Cold Pole Festival in Oymyakon (Yakutia), a meteorite falls from
the sky. A jealous and offended character, Fire, appears. He believes that people do not care about the Earth,
and he wants to destroy the permafrost, increase Global-warming and take over the Earth. But Chyskhaan,
who is the Lord of the Cold, wants to protect the climate balance on the planet. At that time, Chyskhaan is
working in his Permafrost Residence in Mount Ebe-Chaja (the beautiful bull-shaped mountain, which by
locals symbolises the Cold Bull from the Sakha mythology). In fact, inside “Chyskhaan’s Residence” resort
there is a museum of Ice Sculptures that is open all year round to tourists, where permafrost tours are given,
even during the summer. In the story, Chyskhaan calls on his Cold Bull, who tries to scare the Fire figure.
As Fire continues making threats, Chyskhaan freezes him into an ice sculpture, which is then exhibited to
tourists at the Permafrost Museum at Oymyakon.

Even is a reindeer farmer. He notices that there is more and more climate change. Either it is too cold
and everything freezes or it is too hot and the permafrost melts and creates floods.

Even asks Chyskhaan to talk to the Sun, because the climate change is unbearable. Chyskhaan ap-
peals to the Sun and asks why it has come so close to the Earth, as this has now caused Global Warming.
The Sun replies that he is worried about how the Earthlings behave. They pollute the planet and even pollute
the cosmos by launching too many rockets, so he wants to teach the Earthlings a lesson. Czyschaan apo-
logizes for the bad behaviour of humans and promises that they will behave better. Meanwhile, CosmoDog
comes from another planet (Neptune) to disturbing the Sun, because the Sun is neglecting their planet and
they are too cold. The Sun becomes even more offended and starts to argue with CosmoDog, but Chyskhaan
calms both the Sun and CosmoDog, and persuades everyone to live in harmony and peace, which he has
always cared about very much.

At the end, we see that this was Even’s story, as he sits warming his feet in warm water while telling his
grandchildren about Chyskhaan, who saved the earth from Global Warming. We learn that the Sun is now
warming the planet Neptune, meaning that there is peace on Earth.
